“Antroposen”, “Insan Cag1” olarak adlandirilan donemi nitelemekte ve insanin, son iig
yiiz yilda yapip ettikleri ile neredeyse jeolojik/meteorolojik bir kuvvet kadar etkinlik
kazanmp, gezegeni degistirme kapasitesini ifade etmektedir. Insanin ulastigi bu
dontistiiriicii  kapasite, kiiresel 1smmadan, ormansizlasmaya, canli tiirlerinin
kaybindan, okyanuslardaki plastik adalarina degin bir dizi ekolojik ve toplumsal krize
neden olmaktadir. Cevre meseleleri ve sosyal bilimler alaninin kesisim kiimesini de
biiyiiten bu krizle beraber, siirdiiriilebilir kalkinma, g¢evre sagligi, su yonetimi,
yenilenebilir enerji, kiiresel 1sinma, kirsal alanin doniisiimii, teknolojik felaketler,
cevresel riskler, yesil ekonomiler, bitkilerin ve hayvanlarin toplumsal aktorligii gibi

pek ¢ok konu sosyal bilimler alaninda tartisilmaktadir.

Bugiin yasadigimiz COVID-19'un yarattig1 kriz, “antroposen ¢agda” zaten siirmekte
olan ekolojik-toplumsal krizlerin ortasina dogmustur ve pandemi mevcut sorunlari
derinlestirerek ilerlemektedir. Gegtigimiz yil ortaya ¢ikan ve hizla bir pandemiye
doniisen salgin, 2021 yilinin da ana giindemi olacak gibi goriinmektedir. Insanlik
tarihinin gordigi pandemilerden bildigimiz iizere, salgin hastaliklar hizla yayilan;
etkileri, oncelikleri ve getirdikleri sitirekli doniisen toplumsal, kiiltiirel ve tibbi
yasantilardir. COVID-19 salgini1 da baslangicindan bu yana: karantina, hijyen, sosyal
mesafe, evlere/sehirlere/koylere kapanma, uzaktan egitim, uzaktan ¢alisma, defin
torenleri, ev igi hayat, tip kurumlari, as1 gibi pek c¢ok bashgi giindemimize
tagimaktadir. Pandemi bireysel yasamlarimizi da donistiiriiyor; her birimizi
yasadigimiz mekanlar, bedenlerimiz, yasam tarzlarimiz, duygularimiz, saghgimiz,
kent ve kir hayatlari, tiretim pratiklerimiz, tiiketim eylemlerimiz {izerine hem yeni

aliskanliklar gelistirmeye hem de yeniden diisinmeye sevk ediyor.

Antroposen ¢ag ve pandemi bizlere, siirdiiriilebilir gida tiretimi ve bunun adil bir

sekilde ulastirilmasi/paylasilmasinin insanligin temel meselelerinin basinda geldigini
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de hatirlatti. ikinci Diinya Savasi’mmn hemen ardindan baslayan ve “Birinci Yesil
Devrim” olarak anilan donemle birlikte ziraat ve hayvancilikta tiretim artis1 Kimyasal
giibre, zirai ilag ve antibiyotikler yoluyla oldu. Gerek yogun su kullanimini
beraberinde getirmesi, gerekse topraga uzun donemli zararlar1 nedeniyle bunun
smirlarma ulasildigmin diisiiniilmeye basladigi 1990’lardan itibaren “Ikinci Yesil
Devrim” olarak anilan dénemin iiriinleri goriilmeye baslandi. Bir 6nceki donemle i¢
ice olan bu donemde bitkisel iiretimde artisin yeni aktorii genetigi degistirilmis (GDO)
tohumlar oldu. Giiniimiizde toprak, tohum ve emek ticgeninde kendine bir yol bulan
tarimdan bahsetmek miimkiin gériinmiiyor. Tarimsal iiretim: tohum, giibre, teknoloji,
isleme, sermaye, uluslararasi piyasadaki fiyat hareketleri ve iilke siyaseti ile yakindan
ilgilidir. Ttm bu degiskenler i¢inde, uluslararasi sirketlerin “sertifikasyon ” araciligiyla
tohumlarda miilkiyet tesis etmeleri ve zirai ilag¢ iretim/dagitimida tekellesmeleri,
yerel tireticiyi/koyliiyii ve nihayetinde tiiketiciyi en fazla etkileyen konularin basinda
gelmektedir. Sempozyum giday: iiretimden tiikketime kadar genis ve ¢ok yonli bir

perspektiften ele almay1 da amaglamaktadir.

Sempozyum’da ayrica “Bahg¢e’nin Diinii, Bugiinii ve Yarmi” baslig1 ile uluslararasi
katilimli bir “Ozel Oturum” yer almaktadir. Ozel oturumun cercevesi asagida detayl

olarak agiklanmustir.

Bahgeler
dis mekan oturma ve dinlenme yerleri ve hobi alanlar1 olarak hemen hemen her
cografyada gesitli biiyiikliiklerde yer almislardir. Bahge kavrami insanligin bilingaltina
hitabeden giiclii mitolojik metaforlar da olusturmustur. Imparatorluk bahgeleri
gorkemli prestij alanlar1 ve botanik ganimetlerinin sergilendigi alanlar olmustur.
Yaban doganin (flora) evcillestirilerek insanlarin giinliik yasamina katildig1 mekanlar
olagelmislerdir. Diinya niifusunun c¢ogunun giderek kentlerde yasamakta oldugu
Antroposen ¢agda kentlerde 6zel miilkiyetli bahgeler ve kamusal alanda bahge ve
parklar vazgecilmez mekanlar olarak c¢esitli tasarimlarda ve kullanimlarla

stiregelmektedir.

The Past and the Future of “Gardens”

The Past and The Future of Gardens / Brief Academic Biographies of The
Participants
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Sir Roderick Floud
(Economic history and anthropometric history), author of ““An Economic History of the English Garden”, United
Kingdom

Sir Roderick Floud is an economic historian of modern Britain who has been
a pioneer in several fields. Between 1975 and 1988 he was the Professor of
Modern History at Birkbeck, University of London, with a year as the
Kratter Visiting Professor of European History and visiting professor of
economics at Stanford University (1980-1981). He was one of the first
British historians to make use of computing and statistical methods and
published the first textbook in that field. In the 1970s, he worked with an
international group to create "anthropometric history", the study of human
heights and weights as a means of understanding changes in nutrition and
living standards. In association with Professor Robert Fogel in the United
States, he published a number of articles and then wrote (with Kenneth J.
Wachter and Annabel Gregory) Height, Health and History: nutritional
status in the United Kingdom, 17501980, and later (with Robert Fogel,
| Bernard Harris and Sok Chul Hong) The Changing Body: health, nutrition
. and human development in the Western World since 1700. He has also
edited four editions of The Cambridge Economic History of Modem
Britain, the leading textbook in the field. Sir Roderick was vice-chancellor for 18 years of what is now London
Metropolitan University; he was President of Universities UK and Vice-President of the European University
Association and was knighted for services to higher education. He is a Fellow of the Academy of the Social
Sciences and ofthe Academia Europaea and holds a number of honorary doctorates and fellowships. His current
research is into the economic and social history of British gardening and his book on this topic was published
by Allen Lane in November 2019.

Barbaros Fergus Garrett,

(Horticulture), Great Dixter House and Gardens, UK

) Barbaros Fergus Garrett was born in Brighton and grew up in Istanbul before
returning to school in Brighton. He trained in horticulture at Wye College,
London University. He worked in Kent for Rosemary Alexander of the
English Gardening School, for Beth Chatto at the Unusual Plants Nursery in
Essex and then for the Sackler family at Cap d’Antibes and Gstaad. In 1992
he became head gardener at Great Dixter, working closely with Christopher
Lloyd until Christopher’s death in 2006. Since then he has become Chief
Executive of the Great Dixter Charitable Trust. Fergus Garrett’s passionate
work in horticulture, creative innovations, and bringing up a new generation
of professional gardeners received appreciation when he was made a Royal
Horticultural Society Associate of Honour in 2008. In addition, he was
awarded the Veitch Memorial Medal for outstanding contribution to the
practice of horticulture in 2015. Fergus Garrett works full-time, hands-on in
the garden, as well as writing and lecturing extensively across the world.
Fergus’ recent work involves new ways of thinking about biodiversity and the
environment within a garden like Great Dixter, which can then be mimicked in other gardens, but also in villages,
towns and cities. The current biodiversity audit at Great Dixter undertaken by a group of specialists shows how
anornamental garden can have arichness of wildlife within its displays, therefore bringing the worlds of ecology
and horticulture together. The changing beauty of this world-renowned garden is documented by photographs
(by the very Christopher Lloyd and award-winning photographer Carol Casselden) in the 2021 book Great
Dixter: Then & Now with introduction and running commentary written by Fergus Garret.
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Clive Potter

(Environmental Policy, Agri-environmental policy), Imperial College, London, UK.

Clive Potter is Professor of Environmental Policy at the Centre for
Environmental Policy, Imperial College, and an environmental social scientist
with interests in the fields of plant biosecurity, ecosystems services and
stakeholder engagement. The principal areas of his research include, firstly,
agricultural restructuring, sustainable land use and rural governance, and
secondly, policy learning and public involvement in the rural environment and
biosecurity policy process. Within the first strand of research, understanding
how agriculture in industrialised countries is changing in response to market,
policy and broader socio-cultural influences, and the impact of this on the rural
environment, its landscapes and biodiversity, has been a central theme of his
work over the last twenty-five years. He is interested both in the nature and
drivers of policy change in relation to agriculture and in the way farmers and
land managers respond to these influences over long periods of time. He has
undertaken extensive social survey work in the UK and in other EU countries
which has contributed to knowledge about the motivations and behaviour of these key actors. He has also been
an active contributor to the debates surrounding agricultural policy reform, both internationally (through his
work on agricultural trade liberalisation within the WTQ) and within the UK and the EU (through his analysis
of agri-environmental policy and the design of green payment schemes). In the second research area, Clive’s
interdisciplinary work in relation to rural futures and more recent work conducted under the theme of biosecurity
and the management of environmental risk (particularly in relation to potential tree disease epidemics), has
investigated how far, and in what ways, both historical and predictive knowledge can be drawn into the policy
Process.

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Anthropocene Age and Health Care Management
Abstract

The current problems of healthcare management in the Anthropocene age will be very
different from the size of the hospital and financial difficulties we currently experience
in the world. The age in question is a new geological time period showing the massive
and digital human ages.

The review's perspective is how issues such as climate change, viral pandemics, and
biodiversity loss will change the financial processes required for human health and its
management. When a literature study was conducted on Pubmed, the keywords
"Anthropocene Age, Health, Management, Collectivist Perspective” were given. In
this context, 78 articles were found. 24 of them were examined within the scope of the
compilation as they are related to the subject.

The literature in the field of health care management shows the range of various global
ecological writings. It explores the social forces behind the new age over the next 15-
20 years. These studies, which bring together scientific views of the health and health
system of the Anthropocene era, scientific evidence and expert opinions, envision
smaller digital health services and home care services instead of gigantic hospitals.
Health services will be carried out in the form of e-health and telehealth through the
management of people's health data and health status, just like the "HES" code. In this
near future, which most of us do not know yet, when most of the health professionals
are dealing with the pandemic, it is obvious that e-health systems will probably
communicate with each other and provide great convenience for the patient, physician
and system.

Despite this uncertainty: health systems will facilitate service and care operations in
the Anthropocene era. These adaptations It will make our lives easier to prepare for
future challenges. Despite global ecological changes, fair progress of effective
healthcare services will be possible with digital methods. Health management will
broaden its focus on health governance. The patient will provide digital healthcare
through digital global systems that provide services and finance.

Tarim-Gida Alamindaki Psiko-Kiiltiirel Yorgunluga Dair “Siiper Gidalarin”
Bize Gosterdikleri

Ozet

Son zamanlarda dikkat ¢ekici sekilde yayginlagan “stiper gidalar”, mevcut tarim-gida
sisteminin saglik, ¢evre ve ekonomi alanlarindaki krizlerinden toptan bir kagis
vaat etmektedir. Zira “stiper gidalar”, yalnizca vitamin ve besin 6geleri bakimindan
faydali kabul edilen gida iiriinleri degildir. Ayni zamanda “dogal” yollarla tiretilmeleri,
islenmemis olmalar1 beklenmektedir. Ustelik bir¢ok “siiper gida”, saglikli ve dogal
addedilmenin yani sira, Kiresel Giiney’in yerli halklar1 tarafindan geleneksel
kullanimlarina dair hikayeler yoluyla art1 deger kazanan iiriinlerdir. Dolayisiyla, bir
toplumsal olgu olarak siiper gidalar, mevcut tarim-gida sisteminin drettigi saglik
sorunlarina vitamin ve iyi besin 6geleri bakimindan zenginlikleri ile; cevre sorunlarina
“dogal-organik” ve geleneksel {iretim bigimleri ile; modern-kapitalist tarimin
ekonomik ¢ikmazlarina ise siiper gidalarin kendi (tarihsel/geleneksel) degerliligine
yapilan gondermeler ile ¢6ziim vaat etmektedir. Stiper gidalara odaklanan doktora
tezim i¢in Tirkiye’deki avokado iireticileri ile yaptigim saha arastirmamin gosterdigi
tizere, yalniz tiiketiciler degil, ireticiler de bir “stiper gida” olan avokadoyu herhangi
bir tarmm iriini olarak degil, oldukga 6zel bir {irin olarak gérmektedir. Saglik, ¢evre
ve ekonomi ile ilgili sorunlarin ¢6ziilmesi tireticiler nezdinde de (herhangi bir tarim
riiniiniin ¢ok 6tesinde degerlendirilen) avokadodan beklenmektedir. Bir “siiper gida”
olarak avokado 6rnegi gostermektedir Ki, sistemden ¢ok boyutlu bir kagis vaat eden
stiper gidalar, materyal anlamda da yeni iiretim ve tiiketim bi¢imlerini, Kimi zaman
yeni tedarik zincirleri yoluyla, meydana getirmektedir. Covid-19 salgin1 ile s6z konusu
alternatif tedarik zincirlerinin iyice énem kazandigi goriilmektedir.

What “Superfoods” Can Tell Us About the Psycho-Cultural Fatigue in
Food and Agriculture

Abstract

“Superfoods” promise a psycho-cultural alternative to the crisis-ridden modern-
capitalist agricultural system. As food items valued not only for being especially
nutritious and natural, but also for their historical/traditional use by indigenous
societies, superfoods form other-worldly images to address our collective frustrations
with contemporary food production and consumption ways. While the notion of
“superfoods” is often mistakenly reduced to a mere marketing tool designed to
generate consumer demand in the existing literature, my dissertation research with
Turkish avocado growers showed that superfood avocados are perceived as

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extraordinary objects by rural producers as well, promising a healthful and eco-
friendly way to prosperity. By establishing psycho-cultural connections between
consumers and producers in their joint reaction to “the ills” of our contemporary
agricultural system, superfoods enable the rapid formation of new production
landscapes and alternative supply chains. The Covid-19 pandemic seems to have
intensified the consumer desire to acquire foods through such alternative channels. In
this presentation, | will use the case of Turkish avocados among other examples to
critically evaluate some of the “alternative” visions for a food system, as promised by
superfoods. Through this discussion, | will attempt to delineate the overwhelming
psycho-cultural pressures placed on consumers and producers alike in our
contemporary food system.

Ozet

Askeri tarih konular1 igerisinde saglik her zaman 6nemli bir yerde olmustur. Askeri
tarihin son donemde c¢alisma konularmi genisletmesiyle Topyekin Harb kavrami
giindeme gelmistir. Yakin donem galismalarmin merak konular1 sadece cephelerdeki
askerlerin sagligi degil ayn1 zamanda cephe gerisindeki sivil halkin sagligi da
arastirma konusudur.

20. Yizyilin ilk yarisinda Diinya, iKi biiylik savas yasamistir. Salgm ve diger
hastaliklar savastaki diger bir diismandir. Birinci Diinya Savasi (1914-1918)
zamaninda devletler bir¢ok hastalikla miicadele etmek zorunda kalmiglardir. 1918
yilinda ¢ok sayida insanm Oliimiine neden olan ispanyol Gribi bunlardan sadece
biridir. Kolera, tifiis ve verem 6ne ¢ikan diger hastaliklardir. Savastan sonra devletler
halk sagligi konusunda bir dizi reformlar gergeklestirmislerdir.

Bu reformlar, 1939 yilinda baslayan ikinci Diinya Savas1 (1939-1945) zamaninda da
devam etmistir.

Dolayisiyla literatiire iki savas aras1 donem olarak gegen 1919-1939 yillar1 arasinda
saglik alaninda atilan adimlarin ikinci Diinya Savasi’nda bu alanda yasanan
zorluklarla miicadeleye ne gibi bir katki sunmustur sorusu 6nemlidir.

Istanbul ve Viyana ornekleri iizerinden savaslarin halk saghigma etkileri bildirinin
konusudur. Hastaliklar ve tedavi yontemleri bu iki kent 6rnegi cergevesinde ele
alinmustir.

Istanbul ve Viyana érneklerinin segilmesinin nedeni, her iki kentin 19. Yiizy1l sonunda
benzer bir modernlesme siireci yasamasi, Birinci Diinya Savasi’ndan maglup ayrilan
iki kent olmasidir. Istanbul her ne kadar Ikinci Diinya Savasi’na aktif olarak katilmasa
da seferberlik ilani ile savasin zorluklarini yasamustir, dolayisiyla bu agidan da bir
benzerlik kurulabilir.

City And Public Health: Examples of Istanbul and Vienna in the First
Half of the 20" Century

Abstract

Health has always had an important place among military history subjects. In the
recent period of military history, he has expanded his study subjects. The concept of

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Total War also made social life behind the front a subject of research. Now, not only
the health of the soldiers on the fronts but also the health of the civilian population
behind the front is the subject of research.

In the first half of the 20th century, the world went through two great wars. Pandemic
and other diseases are another enemy in war. During the First World War (1914-1918),
states had to struggle with many diseases. The Spanish Flu, which killed a large
number of people in 1918, is just one of them. Cholera, typhus and tuberculosis are
other prominent diseases. After the war, states implemented a number of public health
reforms.

These reforms continued during the Second World War (1939-1945), which began in
1939. Therefore, it is important to ask what kind of a contribution the steps taken in
the field of health between 1919-1939, which is referred to in the literature as the
interwar period, to the struggle with the difficulties in this field during the Second
World War.

The effects of wars on public health through the examples of Istanbul and Vienna are
the subject of this study. The reason for choosing the examples of Istanbul and Vienna
is that both cities experienced a similar modernization process at the end of the 19th
century and were two cities that were defeated in the First World War. Although
Istanbul did not actively participate in the Second World War, it faced the difficulties
of the war with the declaration of mobilization, so a similarity can be made in this
respect.

Diseases and treatment methods are discussed within the framework of these two city
examples. In this way, public health has been handled with a comparative historical
perspective through the war experiences of cities. An interdisciplinary method was
used in the research.

Building Local Communities for Resilient and Self-Sufficient
Settlements: The Case of the Transition (Cities) Movement

Abstract

The Transition (cities) movement is a global social movement that, since 2005, has
been calling on individuals to bring them together with other people they live with
unite and take part in joint projects that focus on issues such as social justice, self-
sufficiency, and resilience against tough conditions, especially environmental
problems accelerating adverse environmental conditions. The movement has attracted
serious attention since its emergence and has turned into a large network represented
throughout the world. The movement has successfully implemented many community-
based projects, from the creation of local monetary systems to energy and agriculture
projects at different scales in different places. The transition movement states that in
order to develop and implement projects, a group must, first and foremost, be
“healthy.” For Transition movements, community building is the means by which
"healthy groups" are created, and so serves as one of the most powerful and assertive
features of the movement. Community building methods are not taught at school or
work, the Transition movement claims, and so must be learned. In this paper, | will

Woman, Food and Rural Livelihoods
Abstract

Apparently, there is a need to understand how rural social policies can provide effective
solutions for certain problems of the globalised world, such as gender inequality, economic
disempowerment and social marginalization. This study focuses on the socio-economic
outcomes of the local markets of women in Seferihisar. For this case study, indepth interviews
and questionnaires were conducted with the women in the region, actively involved in the
production and sales process in the local markets. Questions focused on the women’s
demographic features, food variety on the market, family relations and labour division,
economic and social independence, effects on social life, visibility in public space, cultural
identity and the women’s further demands regarding the cooperative and collective action.
From a sociological perspective, this study presents a critical discussion on the role of women’s
daily practices and lives in a changing understanding of rural and food as a cultural identity and
cultural heritage. Our findings show that although supporting the household economy is the
women’s main motivation to participate in the markets, the perceived benefits are not merely
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limited to this. A significant number of the women experience an increase in happiness, self-
confidence and reputation and confirm to be an important agent in the rural transformation. As
through this process, women do not only alter their own socio-economic conditions and
personal well-being, but also contribute to the development of alternative livelihoods in the
rural economy.

Pandemi Siirecinde Halk Saghg ve Gida Tedarigi: Tarim Iscileri Uzerine Bir Tartisma
Ozet

Tiirkiye’de tarim-gida sektorii COVID-19 pandemisi ve viriisiin yayilmasini engellemek igin
alinan 6nlemlerden 6nemli 6lgtide etkilenen alanlardan biri oldu. Gegtigimiz y1l oldugu gibi bu
sene de oniimiizdeki hasat siireci halk sagligi ve gida tedariki agisindan ¢iftgilerin, isgilerin ve
tiketicilerin magdur olmamasi igin dikkatli bir kriz yonetimi gerektiriyor. Kirsal niifus,
gectigimiz yildan beri yiikselen maliyetlerle birlikte hem borg yiikii ve hem de yasa bagli
kirtllganliklar1 sebebiyle 6zel bir dikkat gerektiriyor. Bunun yaninda, tarimm emek giicii
ihtiyacinin 6nemli oranda il disinda gelen kentsel niifus tarafindan karsilaniyor olmasi pandemi
siirecinde 6zel bir dikkati elzem kilmaktadir. Tarimsal tiretimin emek yapisina baktigimizda
hem tcretliler igcinde hem de ticretsiz (topraksiz) emekgiler i¢inde kadinlarin agirlikta oldugunu
goriiyoruz. Biiyiik oranda giivencesiz, ¢alisma haklarmdan mahrum olarak c¢alismalarini
stirdiiren ticretli tarim is¢ileri genellikle kentte ve kirsalda ikamet eden ve yakin gevrelerindeki
tarimsal iretimde c¢alisan kadmlardan ve genglerden olusmaktadir. Bu is¢ilerin talebi
karsilayamadig1 yerlerde sezonluk is giicii agiklar1 ortaya ¢ikmakta ve genel egilimi dogudan
batiya ve giineyden kuzeye dogru olan mevsimlik is¢i gog¢ii sektoriin ihtiyaglarini
karsilamaktadir. Bu sekilde, Tiirkiye’de giiniimiizde 50°ye yakin ilin tarimsal tiretimi 6zellikle
hasat donemlerinde il disindan gelen isciler sayesinde siirdiiriilmektedir. Pandemi 6ncesinde de
tarimda ¢alisma bir halk sagligi sorunu olarak éniimiizde duruyordu. Arastirmalar 6zellikle de
calismak i¢in mevsimlik olarak gog eden isgilerinin pandemi 6ncesinde de ¢alisma ve barima
kosullar1 sebebiyle ciddi saglik sorunlariyla karsi karsiya oldugunu gosteriyor. Bu teblig,
Tiirkiye’de tarim emek piyasasmim bu gibi yapisal problemleri, tarihsel doniistimii ile bugiin
kars1 karsiya oldugumuz halk sagligi ve gida tedariki sorunu arasindaki baglantilara dikkat
cekerek pandemi ve siirdiiriilebilir iretim alanindaki tartismaya katkida bulunmay1
amaclamaktadir.

Public Health and Food Supply in Turkey During COVID-19 Pandemic: A
Discussion on Agricultural Workers

Abstract

COVID-19 pandemic and the measures against it have had a considerable impact on agriculture
and agri-food industry in Turkey. As in the previous year, the upcoming harvesting process
requires careful crisis management in terms of public health and food supply to ensure the safety
and well being of farmers, agricultural workers and consumers. The rural population deserves
special attention due to the debt burden, coupled with rising costs over the past year and age-
related vulnerabilities. In addition, the labor force demand of agriculture, mostly supplied by
waged workers from urban areas also requires special attention during the pandemic. According
to studies, agricultural labor has been increasingly gendered and ethnicized, as women,
minorities migrants are disproportionately represented in the group. Most of the waged
agricultural workers work without legally defined working rights. Principally women and
youngsters residing in urban and rural areas work in nearby farms. Yet, in the last decades,

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seasonal labor shortages have occurred as these workers cannot meet the demand, and seasonal
labor migration (general trend is from east to west, south to north) meets the needs of the sector.
In this way, seasonally migrant workers sustain the agricultural productions of more than 50
provinces, especially during harvest time. Studies illustrate that, workers who migrate
seasonally to work, in particular, face serious health problems due to working and housing
conditions. In fact, the conditions of the seasonal migrant workers were so alarming that it was
largely considered as a public health problem even before the pandemic. In order to contribute
to the debate on sustainable production, this paper aims to discuss these structural problems and
the historical transformation of the agricultural labor market in Turkey which allows us better
comprehend the public health and food supply problems in the pandemic.

Pandemi Zamanlarinda Disarida Yemek: istanbul’da Degisen Yeme Oriintiileri
Ozet

Bu bildirinin amac1 Covid-19 salgin1 sirasinda istanbul’da orta sinifin birincil
olarak disarida yemek aliskanliklarini, ikincil olarak gida kaynakli kaygilarini
degerlendirmektir. Disarida yemek olgusu toplumsal smiflara gore farklilik
gostermektedir. Insanlar sosyolojik, psikolojik ve ekonomik olmak iizere farkh
saiklerle disarida yemek yerler. Yemek yeme asil olarak domestik bir pratik gibi
goriinse de tarih boyunca mekanlarda ve kurumlarda (yemekhane, hastane, okul vb.)
ev diginda bir alternatif olarak ortaya ¢ikmistir (Warde, 2016: 157). Son otuz yilda
digsarida yemek popiiler hale gelmis; insanlar yalnizca ev disinda yemek zorunda
kaldiklar1 igin degil eglence ve keyif igin disarida yemek yemeye baslamistir. Disarida
yemek toplumsallagsma, liiks tiiketim, gosterisci tiiketim, zorunluluk, zevk i¢in (Bugge
ve Lavik, 2010: 217) olabildigi gibi; eglence, zevk, statii ve ayrimlasma (Warde ve
Martens, 2003: 1); beslence (Akarcay, 2016) gibi nedenlerle gerceklesebilir. Sosyo-
ekonomik statii, toplumsal smif ve kiiltiirel sermaye unsurlarma gore tiiketiciler
disarida yemek yerler.

Covid 19 salgmi sirasinda alinan tedbirler neticesinde karantinada kalan pek
cok tiiketici igin evde yemek olagan hale gelmekle birlikte, disarida yeme nedenleri ve
motivasyonlar1 salgin sonrasinda disarida yemek edimlerinin degiserek devam
edecegini gostermektedir. Nitel bir tasarimla gergeklestirilen bu arastirmada, gevrimigi
yar1 yapilandirilmis derinlemesine goriismeler aracihigiyla, istanbul’da yasayan kentli,
yiiksek egitim diizeyine sahip, profesyonel mesleklerde ¢alisan, daha ¢ok tiikketim
kiiltiirti pratiklerine egilimi olan tiiketimci orta, orta tist smif bireylere odaklanilmistir.
Veriler tematik olarak analiz edilerek kodlanmis; boylelikle salgin sonrasi disarida
yemek oriintiileri elde edilmeye calisilmistir. Buna gore genel olarak Istanbul’da
orneklem dahilindeki orta sinifin disarida yemek igin alinacak tedbirlere bagl olarak
temkinli bir yaklastigi, saglikli beslenme aliskanliklarmin pekistigi, gida kaygisi
olarak temizlik ve hijyen beklentilerinin ist diizeye ¢iktigi goriilmektedir.

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Eating Out During Pandemic Times: Changing Eating Patterns in
Istanbul

Abstract

The primary purpose of this paper is to evaluate eating patterns and secondarily food
anxiety of the middle class resides in Istanbul, during the Covid-19 pandemic. Eating
out, as a social phenomenon, differs according to social classes in a certain society.
There are several motives and reasons why people eat out including sociological,
psychological and economic aspects. Although eating is primarily a domestic practice,
it has emerged as an alternative outside the home in some places and institutions such
as factory canteens, hospitals, schools etc. (Warde, 2016: 157). In the last thirty years,
eating out has become popular; people started eating out not only they had to eat
outside the home but mostly for entertainment and pleasure. Eating out could be for
socialization, luxury and conspicuous consumption, as a necessity or for pleasure
(Bugge and Lavik, 2010: 217); for entertainment, status sign and distinction (Warde
and Martens, 2003: 1); and for reasons such as foodatainment (Akargay, 2016).
Consumers’ eating out patterns could differ according to some factors such as socio-
economic status, social class and cultural capital.

During the Covid-19 pandemic outbreak there are some measures, like curfews and
quarantine, taken and eating at home has become an ordinary everyday practice for
those who used to eat out. However, people accustomed to eating out before pandemic,
will continue to eat out with expectations of restaurants taking some fundamental
preventive measures for virus to spread. In this study, which was carried out with a
qualitative design, data is collected through online semi-structured in-depth interviews
focusing on consumerist middle-class living in Istanbul, who have high education
level, professional occupations and consumer culture practices. Thematic analysis and
coding are preferred for data analysis in order to comprehend changing eating patterns
during and after pandemic. Accordingly, it is revealed that middle-class dwellers are
on the safe side when thinking about eating out and they would consider eating out
depending on the measures that restaurants will take; their healthy eating habits is
reinforced; their hygiene expectations from restaurants will be at highest level related
to food anxiety.

Tarimsal Uretim ve Cevre Dilemmas:1 Olarak Kirlilik

“Insan ¢ag1” olarak da tanimlanan Antroposen ¢agda canlinmn temel ihtiyaci
olan beslenmenin gerekliligi olarak tarimsal tiretim elde edilmesi beraberinde ¢evre
kirliligini de dogurmaktadir. Insan yerlesik hayata gectigi giinden itibaren dogay:
kendi istek ve ihtiyaglar1 dogrultusunda doniistiirme ¢abasina girmistir. Endiistriyel
iretim ve asiriliklar ¢agi olarak kapitalizmin gevreye verdigi zarar son doneme kadar
gormezden gelinmekteydi. Hakim kalkinma anlayis1 doganin kendi kendini
temizleyerek bu durumun istesinden geldigiydi. Fakat gelinen siiregte dogada
yaratilan Kirlilik sanildig1 gibi kendi kendini temizleyerek yok olmamaktadir. En
“masum?” goriilen tarimsal iiretim siirecinde de Kirlilik devam etmektedir. Bu ¢ift yonlii
bir etkidir. Cevre kirliligi bir taraftan tarmmsal {iretimi olumsuz etkilerken, diger
taraftan da tarmmsal ugras ¢evreye zarar vermektedir. Ozellikle endiistriyel tarimda
kullanilan giibreler, herbisitler, pestisitlerin ¢evreye ¢ok ciddi zarar vermektedir.
Calismanin ana amaci tarimin yarattigi ¢evre kirligini ve g¢evre kirliligin tarimda
yarattig1 etkilerin ikiligini ¢ift tarafli ele almaktir. Gliniimiize kadar yasanilan bu doga
tahribat1 ve ¢evre sorunlari, insanin dogayi doniistiirme miicadelesinin bir sonucudur.
Bu durum insanlik i¢in 6nemli bir geliski yaratmaktadir.

Calisma ti¢ boliimde ele alinacaktir. Birinci boliimde insanligi dogaya miidahalesi ve
ortaya ¢ikan “ Yesil devrim veya tarim devrimi” olarak adlandiran donem sonrasinda
yasananlar tartisilacaktir. Tkinci bdliimde gevre kirliliginin yarattig1 etkiler ve tarimsal
iretimde ne gibi olumsuzluklara neden oldugu tartisilacaktir. Son bolimde ise
endiistriyel tarimda kullanilan araglar ve yontemlerin ne gibi doga tahribatina sebep
oldugu incelenecektir. Sonug boliimii ise bu iki uglu ¢eliskinin yarattig: etkileri ve
gelecek tizerine degerlendirme ile son bulacaktir.

Abstract

In the Anthropocene age, which is also defined as the "human age", obtaining
agricultural production as a necessity of nutrition, which is the basic need of the living
thing, also causes environmental pollution. Since the day human settled down, she has
made an effort to transform nature in line with her own wishes and needs. As an age
of industrial production and extremes, the damage done by capitalism to the
environment was ignored until recently. The prevailing understanding of development
was that nature overcame this situation by cleansing itself. However, the pollution
created in the nature does not disappear by cleaning itself as it is thought. Pollution
continues in the agricultural production process, which is seen as the most "innocent".

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This is a dual effect. While environmental pollution negatively affects agricultural
production on the one hand, agricultural occupation on the other hand harms the
environment. Especially fertilizers, herbicides, pesticides used in industrial agriculture
cause serious damage to the environment. The main purpose of the study is to deal
with the duality of the environmental pollution caused by agriculture and the effects
of environmental pollution in agriculture. The destruction of nature and environmental
problems experienced until today is a result of human struggle to transform nature. It
creates an important contradiction for humanity.

The study will be discussed in three parts. In the first part, humanity's
intervention to nature and what happened after the period that called it the "Green
revolution or agricultural revolution™ will be discussed. In the second part, the effects
of environmental pollution and what kind of problems it causes in agricultural
production will be discussed. In the last section, what kind of damage to nature caused
by the tools and methods used in industrial agriculture will be examined. The
conclusion will end with an evaluation of the effects of this two-pronged contradiction
and the future.

Piyasalar1 Beslemek: Tarim ve Gidanin Finansallasmasi
Ozet

Antroposen c¢agda tarim ve gida sistemleri birbiriyle de iliskili olan kiiresellesme,
neoliberallesme ve finansallasma akimlar1 ile sekillenmektedir. Kiiresellesme karsilikli
bagimlilik iizerinden zaman ve mekan algimizi yeniden diizenlemekte, kiiresel-yerel, homojen-
heterojen gibi birbirini dislayan kavramlari birbirine yakinlastirmaktadir. Bu entegrasyon sureci
ulusotesi sirketlerin sinirlart asan teknoloji ve iletisim sistemleri ile daha da hizlanmaktadir.
Kirsal alanlar1 diisiindiigiimiizde, kiiresellesme tiretim bigimlerini ve beka stratejilerini oldugu
kadar tarrm ve gida sistemlerinde finansallasma ve piyasalasma siireglerini de
donistiirmektedir.

Bu c¢alismanin da konusu olan finansallasma, halihazirda kiiresellesmenin getirdigi
sosyoekonomik problemler ile tehdit altinda olan kirsal alanlar {izerinde etkisini giderek
arttirmaktadir. Kirsalda hiz kazanan finansal sermaye hareketleri birikim siireglerini yeniden
sekillendirmekte ve farkli devlet-toplum-piyasa oOrgiitlenmeleri olusturmaktadir. Kisaca,
finansallasma {i¢ ana baglant1 noktasi iizerinden kirsal alanlara islemektedir. Ilk olarak tarim ve
gida sirketleri disinda bankalar, yiiksek riskli yatirim fonlar1 ve 6zel sermaye sirketleri daha
fazla kar arayisinda spekiilatif gordiikleri online sirketler ve emlak piyasasi yerine tarim ve gida
sektoriine yatrm yapmaktadir.  Ikinci olarak topraga yapilan yatirimlar iizerinden
finansallagsma hizlanmakta ve kredi iliskileri ile toprak finansal bir varliga doniismektedir. Son
olarak, tireticilerin ge¢im sikintis1 nedeniyle formel ya da enformel yollardan bor¢lanmasi: da
finansal sermayenin kirsal alanlar1 kontrol altina almasina neden olmaktadir.

Feeding the market: Financialization of agrofood systems
Abstract

In the past decades, the common trends impacting on the shape and development of agricultural
and food systems have been globalization, neoliberalism, and financialization. While
globalization fosters interdependency and interconnectedness by focusing on borderless
transactions and rearranging time and space, it also combines mutually exclusive concepts such
as the global and the local, and homogeneity and heterogeneity. This integration has been
triggered by technology and communication systems distributed by the transnational
companies. Considering rural areas, globalization has transformed the style of production, the
livelihood strategies, as well as financing and marketing in relation to agriculture and food.

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Financialization, which develops the main theme of this study, has increased influence on rural
areas that are already challenged by global socioeconomic change. In this process, volatile and
expanding financial capital is reshaping accumulation policies and designing the new state,
society, and market reconfigurations. It is important to recognize that financialization involved
in agriculture and food production is penetrating into contemporary ruralities by three main
nexus functioning simultaneously. First, aside from agribusiness companies, financial entities
such as banks, hedge funds, and private equity firms are investing on food and farming as a
substitute for dotcom bubbles and toxic real estate markets in seeking new spaces for corporate
profit. Second, financialization has also accelerated investments in land, which is
conceptualized as property and transformed into a financial asset. Finally, the engagement of
farmers in insecure financial relations through debts —as a consequence of the removal of the
state support and institutions for family farming by neoliberal policies— triggers the
financialization of rural places. In this study, | intend to analyze the processes of
financialization of ruralities (with the examples from global system and Turkey) considering
the use of land, the relations with banks and credit institutions, the role of global agribusiness
companies, and commodity markets.

The Experiences of Animal Husbandry, Private Afforestation and Neoliberal
Enclosures: The Case of Marmara Island

Abstract

This study aims to research how the private afforestation that began in 2011 in Marmara Island
has developed historically, the key actors who play a role in this process and various
socioeconomic changes the animal husbandry inhabiting the Island have experienced as a result.
In this context, we try to find answers to a set of questions with regard to various changes the
private afforestation resulted in the working conditions of the inhabitants of Marmara Island
and how they perceive and interpret such changes. These questions are informed by literature
discussing the concept of primitive accumulation and dispossession experiences due to the
neoliberal enclosures process. The neoliberalization process is based on a long term project of
private afforestation with the purpose of redefining commons as forests reserving them for the
upper classes. Consequently, most inhabitants of Marmara Island cannot continue animal
husbandry to maintain livelihoods and their working conditions are more irregular, precarious
and market-dependent. Furthermore, we point to the fact that neoliberal enclosures in the Island
have made animal breeders go through changes and transformations in their habitats and social
relations.

Tarmm, gida sistemleri ve yapilar, antroposen ¢agdaki gevresel sorunlarin baglica sebeplerini
olusturmaktadir. Antroposenin son donemdeki belirtilerinden biri olarak kabul edilen Covid-19
salgini, insanin diinyayla iliskisini, kentsel, kamusal ve 6zel alanlar1 kullanimini ve algismni
onemli olgiide etkilemektedir. Her tiirlii ulasabilme kosullar1 degismekte, izole bir sekilde
yasama yeni rutinimiz haline gelmektedir.

Sempozyum igin dnerilen ¢alisma, gida tiretiminde kendi kendine yeterli olabilmeyi destekleme
ve hayatta kendine oturacak bir yer edinme agisindan kentsel tarim bigimleri ve potansiyellerini
tartismay1 amaglamaktadir. Bunu, biiyilik sehirlerde var olabilmenin yollarindan biri olarak ve
Istanbul iizerinde yogunlasarak yapmay1 hedeflemektedir. S6z konusu tartismanin merkezini
su sorular olusturacaktir: Kentsel bir eko-sistem olusturmaya katki saglayacak sekilde, bir
ortakyasarlik olarak konut anlayis1 nasil gelistirebiliriz? Bu yasant1 modeli, kentsel gevrede
insan, fiziksel ¢cevre ve bitkilerin karsilikli olarak birbirlerini destekleyerek olusturduklari bir
yasam destek sistemi seklinde isleyebilir mi?

Dwelling in symbiosis within the urban eco-system
Abstract

Agriculture, food systems and buildings are the major sources of environmental problems in
the anthropocene era. Covid-19 pandemic as the recent syndrom of anthropocene, has dramatic
effects on human’s connection to the world, our uses and perceptions of urban, public and
private domains. Conditions of reachability have changed; living in isolation has become the
new routine.

This study aims to discuss the ways and the potentials of urban agriculture as a practice for
supporting food self-sufficiency and a way of dwelling in the world within the context of living

in big cities by focusing on Istanbul. The questions at the core of the discussion will be: How
can we develop a conception of house as a symbiotic niche which could contribute to create an
urban eco-system? Could such a model act as a life support system relying on mutual living
relationship between human being, physical space and plants in the urban environment?

While going into the philosophical roots of “dwelling” and “symbiosis”, examples of vernacular
architecture and the emerging multidisciplinary practices which see buildings and cities as
integrated and adaptive systems will be examined. In that sense, the balanced interaction of
architecture with human being and nature as centuries old commonplace practice in Anatolia
comes to the fore. These examples could guide us to make built environment and human
systems embody resilience. Then, some new questions arises: Considering the knowledge and
practice of food production and agricultural roots of people migrating from the rural areas to
Istanbul, could this embodied knowledge be activated within the model of dwelling in
symbiosis? Does this model help to gain a foothold and to provide a sustainable living for these
people? How does this understanding of space help us to change our unsustainable behaviours?

Tracing Women’s Medicinal History: Learning from Snapshots in Women’s
Knowledge

Abstract

As of March 2021, the new type of coronavirus disease has occupied us and imposed a chaos
that we have endured together, along with a desire for recovery in the social, physical, and
ecological sense. In this presentation, we propose to consider the uncertainty, confusion,
treatment, and recovery processes caused by the pandemic with the medicinal history by
women. For this, we focus on women’s archives during epidemic periods (e.g. smallpox) and
vaccination in different geographies. If we follow women’s travel writing and letters, these
sources point us in the direction of medicinal practices in which women took the leading role.
Women have engaged in a number of medicinal practices as inoculators, vaccinators and
developers of these methods, medical herb cultivators, midwives who travel between villages,
mothers and daughters who transmit oral prescriptions and also care providers at home. While
these practices vary from place to place and time to time, there are common paths amongst
women with medicinal practices. Women as such have accumulated knowledge that is based
on trial-and-error, followed medicinal trajectories that depend on walking, and relied on
affective, ultimately body-centered healing protocols. On the other hand, women have
transmitted a particular medicinal knowledge and training that are hidden in the oral traditions

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over the centuries. Our examples in this talk demonstrate how such paths in women’s medicinal
knowledge are unclogging our way out of the capitalist rhythm of the Anthropocene.

A Qualitative Study on the Covid-19 Outbreak that Changes the Perception of
Space in Higher Education: The Case of Istanbul, 2021

Abstract

The Covid-19 Outbreak has changed many relationships and communication styles between
individuals all over the world. In this process, communication becomes more ambiguous and
more horizontal, largely independent from time and space. As McLuhan points out, more
important than the content of a message are the means by which that message is delivered. What
is more important than what we say is the medium in which we say it. Knowledge transfer
mechanisms have changed greatly with online education. There was a classical class structure
that was implemented in the formal education period and was inherent to the hierarchy. In the
online era, computer networks and virtual devices have taken the place of this. This necessarily
adds to the horizontal relationship. Hence, the virtualization of teaching - as far as it changes
the whole form of interaction and communication - transforms the social, cultural and power-
oriented relationships in higher education rather than merely resulting in a simple change of
knowledge transfer. This study aims to reveal how university students studying in higher
education are affected by such a change. For this purpose, a qualitative study was conducted
with twenty undergraduate students using one-on-one and teleconference interview method. At
the end of the study, it was observed that there were changes in students' perceptions of the

Pasturing Cheese: Dairy Technosciences and Local Cheesemaking
Abstract

Standardization processes imposed by industrial dairy farming and food safety regulations
increasingly threatens sustainable pasture-cheesemaking in Turkey. In this presentation, |
conceptualize cheesemaking as the governance of the microbial ecologies of milk through crafts
and technosciences. | analyze the food safety regulations that were introduced in 2004 and show
that they aim to control human encounters with microbial life forms based on the scientific
knowledge of particular bacteria in pasture cheeses and their potential harmful effects on human
health. Based on the ethnographic research conducted between September 2017 and March
2019, | focus on the processes that underlie the official legislation of the Kars Kasari
Geographical Indication. I discuss how the convergence of artisanal and microbiological dairy
knowledges in the emerging cheesemaking practices offers possibilities within and beyond this
microbiopolitical control. Tracing the ways in which knowledge and taste of the place
materialize in the practices of collaboration between farmers and scientists, | analyze the
emergence of pastures in the practices of milk production, cheesemaking and microbiological
research. | argue that this collaboration highlights the limits of understanding science and
technology as inevitably reducing social relations into technical expertise. Hence, through
pasture-cheesemaking, this presentation offers an unconventional investigation of the agency
of human-nonhuman assemblages, and of scientific knowledge production as two major themes

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that came into prominence in times of recent global socio-ecological crisis referred as
anthropocene and climate change.

Giliniimiizde diinya iizerinde yedi milyar1 gegkin insan yasamaktadwr. Bu insanlarin
beslenebilmesi i¢in karasal yasam alanmin %40’1 ve igilebilir suyun %70’i tarim sektoriinde
kullanilmaktadir. Ayrica milyarlarca hayvan hayvancilik sektoriinde kullanilmakta ve etik
sorunlar ortaya ¢ikmaktadir. Tarim ve hayvancilikta kullanilan pek ¢ok ilag ve tiretilen atiklar
cevresel kirlilige neden olmakta ve karbon salinimimnin yaklagik dortte birini olusturmaktadir.
Bunun yaninda her dokuz kisiden biri a¢lik ¢ekerken kiiresel besin iiretiminin tigte biri ¢ope
atilmaktadir. Tiim bu siiregler kiiresel beslenmede ekonomik esitsizlikler, ¢evre sorunlari, aglik
ve israf gibi bir¢cok beslenmeyle iliskili soruna neden olmaktadir. Karsilasilan bu sorunlarin
biiyiik cogunlugu giiniimiiz ilkel topluluklarinda gériilmemektedir. Bu nedenle bu topluluklarin
beslenme davranislarinin incelenmesi sorunlar karsisinda gesitli ¢6ztiimleri sunabilmektedir.
Dobe Ju/hoansileri besin kaynaklarinin oldukga sinirli oldugu ¢61 ortamima adapte olarak
varliklarin1  stirdiirmektedir. Beslenme davranislarina bakildiginda tamamen mevsimsel
dongiiye gore beslenilmektedir. Her ay hangi besinler yetisiyorsa toplayicilik ile bu besinler
saglanmaktadir. Boylece yil i¢inde beslenmede ¢esitlilik oldukga yiiksek olmakta ve alinan
fitokimyasallar hastaliklara karsi koruyucu etki gostermektedir. Kutuplarda yasayan Netsilik
Eskimolar1 da ayni siireci takip etmektedir. Kaynaklar ¢ok sinirli oldugu igin besin israfi
neredeyse hi¢ gézlenmemektedir. Bitki ve hayvanlarin her dokusu yemek igin kullanilmaktadir.
Kenya Arial toplumu c¢obanlik yapan bir toplumdur. Beslenmelerinin %701 siitten
saglanmaktadir. Ayrica hayvanlarin kani siitle karstirilip igilmektedir. Normal insan
fizyolojisinde iki yasindan sonra gézlemlenmeyen laktaz siirekliligi uzun yillar siit tiiketmekle
birlikte toplumsal olarak saglanmistir. Arial toplumu kiiltiirel beslenmenin genetik aktarimina
ornektir. Geleneksel iiriinlerin tiiketimi toplumlarin genetik adaptasyonuna uygun olmaktadir.
Brezilya Yanomamoleri gecimlik bahgecilik yapmaktadir. Ormanlik alanlarda agtiklari
bahgelere iKi ti¢ yi1l ekim yaptiktan sonra farkli bah¢e agmaktadir. Boylece ormanlara en az
zarar verilerek toprak verimliligi saglanmaktadir.

What Can We Learn From Primitive Communities For Global Nutrition
Problems?

Abstract

Today, more than seven billion people live in the world. In order for these people to be fed,
40% of the terrestrial habitat and 70% of the potable water are used in the agricultural sector.
In addition, billions of livestock are used in the livestock sector and ethical problems arise.
Many medicines and wastes used in agriculture and animal husbandry cause environmental

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pollution and constitute about a quarter of the carbon emission. In addition, one out of every
nine people is starving while one third of global food production is thrown away. All these
processes cause many nutritional problems such as economic inequalities in global nutrition,
environmental problems, hunger and waste. Most of these problems are not seen in today's
primitive societies. For this reason, studying the nutritional behavior of these communities can
offer various solutions to problems. Dobe Ju / hoansi survive by adapting to a desert
environment where food resources are very limited. Considering the nutritional behavior, it is
fed completely according to the seasonal cycle. Whatever foods are grown each month, these
nutrients are provided by gathering. Thus, the variety in nutrition is quite high throughout the
year and the phytochemicals taken show a protective effect against diseases. Netsilik Inuits
living in the poles also follow the same process. Since the resources are very limited, food waste
is almost never observed. Every tissue of plants and animals is used for food. The Kenya Arial
community is a shepherd society. 70% of their diet is provided by milk. In addition, the blood
of animals is mixed with milk and drunk. The lactase continuity, which is not observed in
normal human physiology after the age of two, has been socially ensured, although milk is
consumed for many years. Arial community is an example of the genetic transmission of
cultural nutrition. The consumption of traditional products is suitable for the genetic adaptation
of the societies. Brazilian Yanomamo are engaged in subsistence gardening. After two or three
years of planting in the gardens they opened in forest areas, they open different gardens. Thus,
soil fertility is provided with the least damage to the forests. Primitive societies set an example
for modern societies with their characteristics of feeding with seasonal food, not wasting food,
consuming local products, valuing natural balance, avoiding excessive consumption and
sharing food in the struggle with today's nutritional problems.

Ozet

Doga bilimci David Attenborough, insan uygarhiginin 12.000 yillik gelismesinin nedeni olarak,
yeryiiziiniin iklim yapisinin stabil olmasindan kaynaklandigimi belirtmektedir. Bu dénemi
Cennet Bahgesi” olarak tanimlamakta ve Holosen’de olustugunu ileri siirmektedir.
Giiniimiizde ise, yeryiizii yeni bir jeolojik ¢aga girmektedir. Bu ¢ag, Antroposen Cag; “insan
Cagr” olarak tanmimlanmaktadir. Yeryiizi, 550 Milyon yillik biyolojik ¢esitliliginin evrimi
gozlendiginde; Holosen periyodunun mirasi olarak zengin bir biyolojik ¢esitlilige ve mirasa
sahiptir. Yeryiiziiniin jeolojik tarihinde, bes biiyiik kitlesel yok olus yasanmis, ¢ok sayida canli
tirtt yok olmustur. Bu kitlesel yok oluslarin temel nedenleri, bu jeolojik donemlerde
yeryiiziindeki goriilen iklim degisiklikleridir. Bu degisimi belirleyen yeryiiziindeki karbon
miktarmin siirekli degismesidir. 21. yiizyilin ilk ¢eyregine yaklasirken, yeryiiziinde her yil 10
bin ile 100 bin arasinda canli tiirii Yok olmaktadir. Geg¢ buzul ¢agmin bitmesiyle baslayan,
Holosen doneminin baslangicindan sonra yeryiiziiniin zengin biyolojik cesitlilik zenginligi;
Antroposen cag ile birlikte altinci kitlesel yok olusa dogru gidilmektedir. Biyolojik canlilarin
tirlesme hizi, yok olus hizindan asagiya diismesi durumunda altinci kitlesel yok olusa sebep
olacaktir. Giinlimiizde canli tiirlerin yok olusu, bilim adamlar1 tarafindan dogal yok olma
oranindan 1.000 ila 10.000 kat daha yiiksek oldugu tahmin edilmektedir. Buda, her yil tiim
tiirlerin % 0,01 ila 0,1'inin neslinin tiikkenecegini anlamina gelmektedir. Buna goére, giiniimiizde
yeryiiziinde yasayan canlilarin yaklasik yarisi gelecek yiizyili ¢ikaramayacak ve yok olma
tehdidi ile kars1 karsiya olduklar1 goriilmektedir.

Is it the end of the Garden of Eden?, or Is it a new beginning ?: The
Anthropocene Age!

Abstract

Naturalist David Attenborough states that as “a reason for the 12,000-year development
of human civilization is the stability of the earth's climate structure. He defines this period as
the "Garden of Eden" and claims that it was formed in the Holocene. Today, the earth is entering
a new geological age. This age is defined as the Anthropocene Age: "Age of the Human".
Observing the evolution of 550 million-year-old biological diversity of the earth; It has a rich
biodiversity and heritage as the legacy of the Holocene period. In the geological history of the
earth, five great mass extinctions had took place and a great number of living species had
disappeared. The main causes of these mass extinctions are the climate changes seen on earth
during these geological periods. What determines this change is the constant change in the

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amount of carbon in the earth. As we approach the first quarter of the 21 century, between
10,000 and 100,000 living species have been disappearing every year. Biodiversity richness of
the earth after the beginning of the Holocene period, starting with the end of the last ice age;
with the Anthropocene age, we are heading towards the sixth mass extinction. If the rate of
speciation of biological creatures falls below the extinction rate, it will cause the sixth mass
extinction. Today, extinction of living species is estimated by scientists to be 1,000 to 10,000
times higher than the natural extinction rate. This means that 0.01 to 0.1% of all species will
become extinct each year. According to this, it is seen that about half of the creatures living on
earth today will not be able to make the next century and are facing the threat of extinction. The
main reason for this is not the meteorite fall like the reason in the previous extinction, but the
global climate change created by the "Age of Human" defined as the "Anthropocene Age" and
the unstoppable increase in the amount of carbon in the earth. Human civilization, with a
holistic approach, should preserve its biological diversity heritage, which describes the "Garden
of Eden”, the heritage of the Holocene era, where it lived together on earth in a biological,
ecological, sociological and psychological context. If this is not possible, the sixth great age of
mass extinction will be defined with the "Anthropocene Age".

Peyzaj ozellikleri, insan ve/veya dogal faktorlerin etkilesimi ve eylemi sonucunda
insanlar tarafindan algilandig1 sekliyle olusan bir alandir. Bu alana bi¢im veren diinyada var
olan dogal siiregler ve insanin gerek dogal siiregler tizerindeki gerekse bizzat doga tizerindeki
etkisidir. Bu gelisimde doga igindeki yasamdan, tarim ve sonrasindaki sanayilesme ile birlikte
kent yasamina gegme egilimini hizlandiran insanoglunun baskimn bir faktor olarak yer aldigi
goriilmektedir. insan ve doga arasindaki etkilesim 6zellikle son 300 yillik dénemde &zellikle
doga aleyhine olmustur.

Re-Thinking Interaction over Ecology via the Impact of Pandemic
Abstract

Even though the ecological perspective could find a place in the history of sociology, the
subjects searched by sociology follow a pattern to conceive interaction as a form of inter-human
communication and togetherness. A gaze through the repeated elements in different definitions
of sociology depicts a line of definitions towards an anthropocentric study of interaction with
technology, environment and other human beings. In early theories studying the human nature
and the relation with environment through a comparison between animal and plant groups, the
determining type of interaction for society is taken as inter-human interaction or interaction via
human-made products.?’ Different focal points on division of labor, systems, stratification and
conflict or mentality discuss inter-human sharing and distribution processes, grounds for
conflict and semantic world. The definition of life-world which is not only of spoken interaction
but of symbolic world as well, the context is based on consciousness, human products and
human interaction.?® In Communicative action theory which claims to fulfill the remaining parts
in Teleological, Normative and Dramaturgical action theories the subject and interaction is
anthropocentric as well.?®

In daily life we see that nature and non-human living beings are used as a reference point in the
spatial relation in the distinction between nature and urban environment; in relations of
production to produce and re-produce the human world and in inter-human communication.

Looking human interaction through health, food and ecology — as indicated by today’s
pandemic circumstances- would show that life world engages more than the interaction of
human beings with human beings. When human interaction is a mediator for the interaction
between micro-biological beings and the daily life is sustained on a life of division and union
with nature and animals, definition of life-world remains missing because of anthropocentrism.

In this life-world the nutrition culture is shaped by accessible nature and micro-world under the
influence of climate-geography; the human groups confronting each other during times of war
and migration exchange epidemics; the mechanisms of discipline is shaped over their former
use on animals; the daily life in household and street passes in interaction with visible or
invisible living beings; protective systems such as vaccination is developed following the
experiences with animals.

Giiniimiiz Gida Ortaminda Saghkh Beslenme: Gida Tiiketim Pratikleri Uzerine Nitel
Bir Arastirma

Ozet

Kapitalist gida sistemi ile iligkili olarak insanlarin beslenme ihtiyacini karsilayan gida ortamu,
cevre Ve insan saghigmi tehdit eden konumu nedeniyle pek ¢ok tartismaya konu olmaktadir.
Teknolojik gelismelerin ivme kazanmasi ve endiistrinin yogun olarak tarimda ve hazir gida
sektoriinde yaygm olarak kullanilmasi, beslenme aliskanliklarin1 da zorunlu olarak
doniistirmiistiir. Beslenmenin neden oldugu saglik sorunlar1 ve bunun beraberinde getirdigi
saglikli beslenme séylemlerinin yiikselisine paralel olarak toplumda artan gida ve beslenme
kaynakli korkular, geleneksel iretim bicimleri ve beslenme tarzlari iizerine yeniden
disiiniilmesi gerektigini ortaya koymaktadir. Bu calisma, mevcut gida ortami ve saglikli
beslenme tartigmalarmi gida tiiketim pratikleri ile iliskisi temelinde degerlendirmeyi
amaglamaktadir. Iginde bulundugumuz dénemde gida ortam: ve saglikli beslenme
soylemlerinin birbiri ile ¢elisen dogasi bireylerin gida ile olan iliskisinde, gida tercihlerinde ve
tiiketim pratikleri tizerinde etkili olmaktadir. Calismanin amaci dogrultusunda gerceklestirilen
niteliksel bir arastirmanin bulgularina yer verilecektir. Gida tercih ve tiikketim pratiklerini ortaya
cikarmaya Yyonelik yar1 yapilandirilmis Qo6riisme sorular1 esliginde gergeklestirilen
derinlemesine miilakatlarda, 2019 yilinda Eskisehir ilinde yasayan 15 katilimcinin iginde
bulunduklar1 gida ortamin1 degerlendirdikleri giindelik yasam deneyimlerine odaklanilmistir.
Arastirmanim temel bulgularma gore, gida giivenligi ile ilgili belirsizlikler nedeniyle duyulan
bireysel saglik endiseleri ve gidanin gelecegine yonelik toplumsal kaygilar, giindelik hayatin
temel meselelerinden biri olarak karsimiza ¢ikmaktadir. Mevcut gida ortamina duyulan
giivensizlik ve gida tercihlerinin ortaya ¢ikardigi memnuniyetsizlik geleneksel iiretim yapan
kiigiik iireticiye duyulan giiven ekseninde siklikla dile getirilmistir. Bununla birlikte, gida ve
beslenme kaynakli endiselerin yogunlugu, mevcut gida ortami karsisinda gelistirilen algi ve
tutumlara gore degisiklik gostermektedir. Gida tercihlerinde radikal degisikliklere giden,
mevcut gida ortamu ile ilgili endiseleri siirekli ve yogun olarak yasayan bireyler giindelik
hayatlarinda yasadiklar1 zorluklar iizerinde durmustur.

Healthy Eating in Today's Food Environment: A Qualitative Research on Food
Consumption Practices

Abstract

The food environment in a capitalist food system that meets the nutritional needs of people is
the subject of many discussions due to its position that threatens the environment and human
health. The acceleration of technological developments and the widespread use of the industry
in the agriculture and convenience food sector have necessarily transformed eating habits. In
parallel with the health problems caused by nutrition and the rise of healthy eating discourses,

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the increasing fears of food and nutrition in society reveal that traditional production methods
and diets should be reconsidered. This study aims to evaluate the current food environment and
healthy eating discussions based on their relationship with practices of food consumption. In
the current period, the contradictory nature of the food environment and healthy eating
discourses have an impact on individuals' relationship with food, food preferences, and
consumption practices. Qualitative research based on daily life experiences was carried out for
this study. In-depth interviews were conducted with semi-structured interview questions to
reveal the food preference and consumption patterns of 15 participants living in Eskisehir in
2019. According to the main findings of the study, individual health concerns due to
uncertainties regarding food safety and social concerns about the future of food emerge as one
of the basic issues of daily life. While the trust in the traditional small producers stood out, the
distrust in the current food environment and the dissatisfaction caused by food preferences were
frequently expressed. However, the intensity of food and nutrition-related concerns varies
according to perceptions and attitudes developed in the current food environment. Individuals
who have made radical changes in their food preferences and constantly and intensely
concerned about the current food environment have emphasized the difficulties they face in
their daily lives.
